(RICHTIG: In America, Santa Claus is only a commercial figure, not a religious one.) FALSCH: The best presents are the unexpected. (RICHTIG: The best presents are the unexpected ones.) FALSCH: There were different answers, and I had to choose the right. (RICHTIG: There were different answers, and I had to choose the right one.) FALSCH: The tough always wins. (RICHTIG: The tough one always wins.) FALSCH: The decision to leave school is a personal. (RICHTIG: The decision to leave school is a personal one.) 
1.1. Beispiele für das prop word “one“
She bought a car, but it wasn’t a new one. He lost his job and hasn’t been able to find a new one. There was another mark exactly the same as the one on the wall. The new vacuum cleaner is more powerful than the one we had before. Their new car was much more comfortable than their old one. The balance of forces is a delicate one. Like all the best ideas, it’s a simple one. Do you see that card there, the blue one? I think we should have a real Christmas tree this year, not a plastic one. What seemed like a paradox begins to look less and less like one. I’m looking for a book – I’d like one with pictures for my little daughter. {Jack: What kind of dog is that? – Joe: It’s a police dog. – Jack: He sure doesn’t look like one to me. – Joe: Of course not. He’s in the secret service.} Don’t worry about the watch, I’ll buy you a new one for Christmas. The waiter preparing tables was not the one who had served them the day before. My immediate reaction was one of revulsion. The next step would have been a really long one. It would require a massive military build-up such as the one that preceded the Gulf War. I went through the records and found that the Rolling Stones one was missing. The worst civilian regime is better than the worst military one. Not all of these ideas are going to be ones you agree with. This judgement is indeed a harsh one. Few know of the benefits of a solar panel, let alone what one is. Our mission would be just another normal one. I hope this is only a friendly call and not a professional one. You give me a slice, a nice, large one, and I'll say nothing. The Commission's proposal is a good one. The calamity that ensues is an expensive one. I changed my number but even then, they quickly found my new one. There is a distinction between the healthfully round body and the overweight one. Blackpool has always had to provide amusements for visitors on rainy days as well as on sunny ones. The arms moved from one hand to another until they fell in the wrong ones. Those people who have opinions have strong ones. This seems to be a common experience – many similar ones have been reported in the last few days. Small changes can have a big effect, if they are the right ones. {The houses were different. New ones had been built and old ones torn down.} Motivated students learn far more than unmotivated ones. Our financial problems are much greater than our practical ones. Those responses, too, were similar to the ones from 1995. A perfect God does not make mistakes, even little ones. Britain is considering replacing its ageing nuclear power stations with new ones. I saw at a glance that the last two months had been very trying ones for him. And if individual decisions can't solve the problem, the wrong ones can certainly compound it. There were certainly some exercises that I wasn't too happy with, but I know the tough ones can only make me better. Most people have phone cameras or small digital cameras and take a lot of pictures; still, finding the right ones can be a bit tricky. We should aim for the best structures, ones that facilitate healthy functioning as far as possible. There are pictures that wow you instantaneously, but there are also ones that bore you to death. If you are afraid or uncomfortable with piercings, you can always get ones that are fake and non-body piercing. Es folgen Beispiele mit “uncount nouns”, bei denen – korrekter Weise – auf “one“ verzichtet wurde:

Most people prefer verbal communication to written.   ≠   It may well be beneficial to follow up a verbal communication with a written one. 
Fresh food is better than processed.   ≠   It is often more expensive to buy stainless-steel or wood items instead of plastic ones, or fresh foods instead of packaged ones.
I like white chocolate better than dark.   ≠   I like my home-made chocolates [= Pralinen] better than the expensive ones you can get in the shops. 

3. Das prop word “one” entfällt in vier Fällen meistens auch dann, wenn von “count nouns“ die Rede ist:
3.1. “One/ones“ entfällt fast immer nach besitzanzeigenden Pronomen oder Nomen:
My sentence was afterwards commuted into the same as the others’. (C. Doyle) He had his hand under the other’s as they entered. (C. Doyle) When a young man complains that a young lady has no heart, it is a pretty certain sign that she has his. (G. D. Prentice) A woman’s mind is cleaner than a man’s; she changes it more often. (Oliver Herford) Kids are like husbands – they’re fine as long as they are someone else’s. (Marsha Warfield) 
He poured the water into the mugs and brought mine over to me. Dozens of countries in the world would gladly exchange their problems for America’s. The military muscle of the People’s Republic of China in not behind the U.S.’s any longer. Americans feel that English is as much their language as anyone else’s. It is not in my room, it is my sister’s. My claims are older than Peter’s. {It could scarcely be an impossibility to give one thing another's name, to name it after the other – whatever the other's name.} The fault was the other driver’s. Is this the end of an old adventure, or is it the beginning of a new? The new one is an improvement on the old. Even the most radical and innovative thinkers, after pioneering new systems of thought, never completely break with the old. While striving to attract the notice and favour of his new masters, he must also retain the approval of his old. Every generation laughs at the old fashions, but follows religiously the new. (H. D. Thoreau) It was not an easy business, integrating old men with new. Napoleon had just scattered the Russians from Rheims with 6.000 enemy casualties and less than 700 French.
In today’s world, if the global yield curve says one thing and America’s says another, go will the global.
After the long journey by caravan, merchants had to go through each lot of spices to separate the good from the bad. 
But, as Disraeli once said, "the inferior must go down before the superior race”. In a paternal relationship, the superior party is more powerful than the inferior and is therefore able to provide protection, benefits or honors to the inferior party in exchange for obedience. If a society’s hierarchy is inherited, the superior party has total ownership of the inferior.

{Very many accounts have come back to us, verbal and written, detailing the experiences of those who have passed on. The verbal are by trance mediums, whose utterances appear to be controlled by outside intelligences. The written from automatic writers whose script is produced in the same way.} (C. Doyle)

FALSCH ist auch: A drunken homeless was sitting in a corner. (RICHTIG: A drunken homeless man was sitting in a corner.)

The plan is meant to help the disabled and elderly. Society heavily stigmatizes the disabled. 
He later became a prominent spokesman in China for people with physical disabilities, and he still has an active role in supporting the disadvantaged. In Bangladesh, women constitute the majority of the poor, the underemployed and the economically and socially disadvantaged. That’s bad news for the socially disadvantaged. During their two years with Oahu’s homeless, the documentary crew sometimes took days and weeks gaining their trust before turning on the camera.
The Nuba are a small minority of Sudan’s hungry. Every year the U.N.’s World Food Program feeds tens of millions of the world’s hungriest. 
Our injured had their wounds dressed. 
Our troops broke the Yankee line Sunday evening and drove them pell-mell back to Chattanooga, leaving their killed and wounded and a vast amount of arms on the field. We buried each of our own killed. 
The girls were placed in convents by their nearest and dearest. She had invited her nearest and dearest. 
The US can easily look after its old and poor. The Bedouins don’t put their sick or old in hospitals.
The rich and powerful protect their own.
Our economic system has enslaved the world’s poor to the greedy rich. That hardly matters to Bihar’s [= Indian province] poor. Pierre Toussaint dedicated himself to New York’s poor. Jamaica’s poor believe that a lighter complexion may be a ticket to upward social mobility. Baghdad’s new poor are worrying about their daily bread. She represented the hopes of the country’s poor and disenfranchised. The US can easily look after its old and poor.
It refers to the status symbols that Russia's newly rich tend to flaunt. Moscow’s rich are keeping their children under lock and key as fears of social unrest grow. The village is now a housing estate for Moscow’s super-rich.
The Bedouins don’t put their sick or old in hospitals. 
Cameras scan train stations for China’s most wanted. 
Some of Shanghai’s newly wealthy dined on caviar and champagne. Mobile phones are no longer reserved for Pakistan’s wealthy.
Napoleon left his wounded and most of his Grand Army in Russia. They not only murdered our wounded but also abandoned their own. He didn’t lose a single one of his wounded. They even looked after the enemy’s wounded. They carried their wounded with them. I was beginning to be very concerned about our wounded. In Selly Oak Hospital, Birmingham, many of Britain’s was wounded are treated. We picked up our wounded and started down the hill. We could not get to our wounded. Both sides tended to their wounded. 
“The Russians deported all our young to Siberia,” the old woman said. Europe’s young do not consider themselves European; they are Danish, Italian, Polish or Welsh. We cannot pack millions of our young into the concrete boxes of our cities without expecting them to lash out in pain and anger and violence. A bird will not excrete in its own nest and will also clean up the waste of its young. Wild boars can be ferocious when protecting their young. Countries which fail to meet their targets in providing education have a higher mortality rate than countries which teach their young better.

Conditions became progressively more unpleasant for both besiegers and besieged.
If Israel had existed earlier, there wouldn’t have been six million dead. The Second World War claimed 55 million dead. The attack on the city cost many dead. I have seen so many dead that my eyes no longer react. More innocent dead remain to be counted. For the loss of only eight dead and 30 wounded, they seized a vital point. About 10 injured fighters and two or three dead are brought in every day. In the fortress, there were more dead than living, but they had held the place all day. Hundreds of unclaimed dead lay at the morgue. We have received 196 wounded and 25 dead. The nearly 3,000 war dead testify to the peril of those fighting in Iraq. Memorial Day has become a day on which the dead of all wars and all other dead are remembered the same way. We also had to check for any dead and wounded. Even in Auschwitz I hadn’t seen so many dead. During the first days after the liberation of Bergen-Belsen the British buried thousands of dead. All the dead were collected in one spot. There were a number of dead that couldn’t be recovered. The aircraft that survived brought back four dead and nine men who required hospitalization. 
Hate crimes and a clampdown on social welfare payments are making life hell for some disabled in Britain, she said. 
There were bodies floating in the surf and many dead and dying on the sand. 
Many elderly are spending more, too. Among the victims were many elderly. 
In the USA there are an estimated 2 million homeless. No homeless can sleep there unless they are going through the one-year program. Not every homeless is a victim of poverty. No one knows how many homeless there are. 
The remaining six injured were left behind.
Many jobless are facing round trips of 30 km or more to register for benefits. 
For the loss of 20 killed and 50 wounded, the whole of Monte Torrero was captured.
When machines and business mergers are wiping out thousands of jobs, many middle-aged are being shelved in the prime of life.
To put it mildly, this did its hundreds of millions of poor no good at all. New buildings sprout like mushrooms across Kigali's skyline, but this splash of modernity in a once rundown capital city belies a grimmer reality: thousands of poor have been pushed out to make way for these structures and still await resettlement.
Gandhi   dreamed of a world where there were no rich or poor, master or slave. As a teenager in Caracas, Venezuela, during the 1970s, I never felt comfortable in a population made up of 5 percent ultra-rich and 60 percent utterly poor.
The platoon now had four wounded. We had six wounded in our crew. There were three seriously wounded who subsequently died. The English soldiers, along with a handful of walking wounded, now scattered in the surrounding fields. He was evacuated with a bunch of other wounded. There were a few wounded in other sections. There were no wounded. As he passed groups of wounded, he noticed that some of them still carried their weapons. They retreated, carrying off as many wounded as they could. They sent away seventeen wagon loads of wounded. In the battle the Spaniards suffered many wounded. It was a big tent with a lot of wounded lying about on cots. Check your position and see whether we have any wounded. The area was big enough to handle a large supply helicopter and to evacuate any wounded. The lieutenant explained that he had many wounded who needed evacuation. I saw hundreds of wounded, and I could do nothing. Then a jeep arrived with more wounded. They took the two most seriously wounded aboard.

{During the year, 14,986 prostheses and orthoses have been manufactured for 10,221 disabled. These disabled have demanded jobs, as the Sindh government has reserved a two percent employment quota for people with disabilities.} {In its regional profile released in 2011, the Namibia Statistics Agency (NSA) revealed the Zambezi Region has close to 4.000 people living with disabilities, but this figure could be higher, given an increase in the population growth and those not registered. The majority of those disabled are found in remote areas where they are further subjected to poor care, negative community perceptions and are completely cut off from the mainstream society and from mainstream services. 
{The lack of data on the displaced has had tragic consequences for those who remain off their land. Most of these displaced have drifted to other areas of the country to become agricultural day laborers or to urban areas in search of work.} The absence of a monitoring and reporting function meant that there was no sustained follow-up or means of identifying those displaced who were expelled from identifiable camp-like situations. 
We already know Los Angeles has a homeless problem, but how many of these homeless are vets, and how many of them have shelter? {The 2019 Greater Los Angeles Homeless Count Report revealed that LA County hosts over 50,000 homeless people every night. Even more staggering is the fact that 64% of these homeless are unsheltered — meaning they have no place to go!} However, while a growing number of these stereotypes concerning the homeless have influenced our views, society may begin to discover that those homeless have generally turned out to be someone’s former friend, neighbor or even a family member. We have a lot of homeless in the community here and a lot of those homeless have pets, and so the pets are homeless, too.
 {I do not wish to see any religious state rising anywhere in the world. These ignorant have no concept of a civil state and personal freedom.} {It's a disgrace and unacceptable to see certain groups of people coming up to defend racism. {“But white resettlement to the inner cities -- sociologists call it gentrification -- creates problems for minorities, the elderly, and the poor," he says. "When more affluent whites move in, these underprivileged are pushed out and priced out of their communities. They become displaced persons."} These underprivileged are lucky to have people like Shruti Bansal as their care-takers. {He said lack of financial resources must not prevent children from poor families from getting higher education. Also, those underprivileged must be provided with an opportunity of medical treatment for cardiovascular and oncological diseases.}
To reduce in Napoleon’s eyes the considerable number of wounded which the battles of Lützen, Bautzen, and Würschen had caused, a few people accustomed to veiling the truth made him understand that many of these wounded had voluntarily mutilated themselves to escape the service, and all those who had their fingers cut off or their hands pierced through by bullets were included in this group. Along the roads in Pemba, members of the security forces turned away cars carrying wounded people or else arrested those wounded, but denied them medical treatment.

The bigger the pool of insured, the more risk is spread. 
The losses in killed and wounded were astonishingly few. While our loss in killed and wounded was very heavy, 
I think we inflicted a much heavier loss on the enemy. Each day’s fighting took a mounting toll of killed and wounded. 
In dead, wounded or missing the Germans lost 282,000 men. 
At the time of the First World War, Dublin had the greatest number of poor per capita in Europe.
The Neolithic period saw the start of violence between rich and poor, and between rival communities. As far as outward appearance goes, the clothes of rich and poor, especially in the case of women, differ far less than they did thirty or even fifteen years ago. (G. Orwell) In China the growing gap between urban rich and rural poor is the greatest threat to the stability of the country.

The battlefield was vacated by visitors and vanquished alike. 
The basement was filled with wounded. They made their way across the island, frequently falling over wounded whose cries of anguish were partially drowned by the howl of a rising wind. Entering the building, he found it full of wounded, of all nationalities. Some wagons of wounded passed them. The ground was covered by a struggling mass of wounded. He saw the crowds of wounded and deserters making for the forest. The queue of wounded stretches around the building. Sporadic musketry, the rumble of wagons and the hauntingly unnerving cries of wounded filled even the most still night hours. He continued to organise the collection and evacuation of wounded. Angela Merkel also wants a more open Europe, and her policy of appointing dull unknowns to EU posts has hardly been a resounding success. In Europe, political leaders emerge slowly, through party hierarchies; in America, the primaries permit inspirational unknowns to burst into the public consciousness from nowhere. The real problem is that these candidates, despite their differences, are still basically unknowns. In Baghdad alone, whose vote is decisive in the election, Sadrist candidates, many of them political unknowns, were 6 of the top 12 vote-getters. The five men are not unknowns. Two unknowns named Howlin’ Wolf and Ike Turner were among the first musicians he researched. 
Gay people are the last of the untouchables. Gandhi was credited with fighting for a free India and for the rights of persecuted classes within the state, including the dalits or "untouchables". He is an important leader of the Dalits, the group at the bottom rung of the Hindu caste-ladder, once known as untouchables.
It took the jury of nine blacks, two whites and one Hispanic less than four hours to reach a verdict. Jazz: A kind of music played by blacks and listened to by whites. (Miles Kington) All minority ethnic groups in the study had a higher joblessness rate than whites, especially those under 25.

Some alcoholics and drug addicts do stop consuming on their own, but this is rare. Like anorexics, people with orthorexia are preoccupied with food and the state of their bodies. Even some magazines hated her skinny frame, blaming her for spawning a generation of anorexics. Anorexics severely restrict eating and become emaciated, yet see themselves as fat.           Daneben: At the same time as managing their attention to this code, its vocabulary and its syntax, the bilingual will be paying attention to the cultural variants between the languages. {Brain plasticity is freaky. If you are bilingual you will recover your ability to speak much faster than someone who isn't after a stroke. The bilingual have many more pathways and the brain just reroutes based on opportunity.}
Eighty-two percent of whites and 87 percent of African Americans thought that blacks missed out on good housing “very often” or “sometimes” because white property owners would not sell or rent to blacks. The blacks are predominantly Xhosa-speaking. Across America blacks are leaving inner-city areas. Blacks were sold and forced into the workforce as slaves. 
          Daneben: It was the poor, the black and the oppressed who missed Robert Kennedy the most. Black Americans have been declared citizens with all the right guarantees but the black are ridiculed, rejected, and often left without a clear sense of self. {Fear and distrust of the young, the long-haired, and the black have often been reflected at the polls. In 1968, the presidential campaign was heavily flavored by the issue of law and order, and nearly 10 million votes were recorded for George Wallace.}

The headline of the analysis was said to read: "Nowadays, Labour is the party for down and outs, not 'people like me'". Camus spent some time with the down and outs of New York City. It centres on the down and outs of a Canadian trailer park, whose daily struggles include scraping enough money together to buy smokes, repelling cats who piss on their weed plants and trying not to pass out drunk in the street.
          Daneben: The camera does not discriminate: the rich and titled are sometimes as lensworthy as the down and out.           Daneben: {Red signal jumping is relatively frequent at night, but the virus is spreading. The young and the drunk are more prone to do it.} Could the elderly, the infirm, the drunk have fled so easily? {“God damn it!” Bitty says with the fury and sadness only the drunk have.}
I now have a lot of dyslexics in school and their self-esteem is through the roof because they see a head teacher who is the same as them. For this and other reasons, firstborns tend to be more successful than their siblings. A high proportion of eminent scientists and scholars have been firstborns. Firstborns tend to be more conservative and identify more with power and authority, where laterborns tend to question the status quo and become our greatest revolutionaries.
          Daneben: The firstborn are always significantly more successful than later-born children. Are the firstborn always jealous of their siblings? The firstborn were the most important, because they were going to inherit everything. 
In the 1930s a German geneticist claimed to have found a gene shared by many male homosexuals. Its TV news anchor is Dmitry Kiselev, described as Russia's chief propagandist with a record of attacking homosexuals. Last month nationalist politician Dauren Babamuratov called for a ban on homosexuals serving in the civil service and the army.
          Daneben: These theories and hypothesis have come about as a result of men falling under the belief that straight men are ‘normal’ and the homosexual are ‘abnormal’. The fewest objections to the homosexual are found in the very lowest of the social levels, in the best educated groups, and in top society. (Kinsey Report) There were times when the homosexual were persecuted, imprisoned and punished for who they were. 
Voters in the state are typically the first Americans to have their say on the country's presidential hopefuls, thanks to the Iowa caucuses. Exercise is not just for Olympic hopefuls or supermodels. He is one of the British hopefuls for the London Olympics.
          Daneben: The town hardly seems a destination for the hopeful. It is the migration of the hopeful. The manipulative prevail; the hopeful and decent merely subsist.
A Fox News poll shows 52 percent favor deporting the illegals back to their home countries. The current immigration system is about as badly broken as it can be, with 8m immigrants residing in the United States illegally and another 1m illegals arriving every year. Illegals are often reluctant to call the police; they always ask for a driving licence.
          Daneben: {Illegal immigration is a problem we've had for more than a decade. It is unfair to both the illegal and the legal. Somehow the illegal must be brought into our system so they will participate in all our laws.} (Jeb Bush)
He made a particular point of the need to weed out the incompetents. They were just a bunch of incompetents. 
{“Yet every large concern is employing many of these incompetents,” Edison said in a 1921 interview, causing loss to the companies — and, therefore, to the public — of untold millions. If concerns would only get up a little questionnaire and have candidates for positions take this test, at the least the worst of the incompetents could be prevented from being put into positions where their gross inability results in incalculable loss.”}   
          Daneben: Why should I vote for the incompetent? As with any system of competition, it rewards the best teachers, and punishes the incompetent. In doing so, it tended to hamper enterprising farmers and protect the incompetent. The incompetent have an incredible ability to prioritise the least important aspect of any job.
I believe that mass surveillance of innocents – the construction of enormous, state-run surveillance time machines that can turn back the clock on the most intimate details of our lives – is a threat to all people, everywhere, no matter who runs them. We intervened in Libya alongside a broad coalition, and with the mandate of the UN security council, because we had the ability to stop the slaughter of innocents. When innocents in Bosnia and Darfur are slaughtered, that is "a stain on our collective conscience".
          Daneben: The innocent deserve protection. "Why must the innocent suffer?" we ask. It is sacred ground that's been stained in the blood of the innocent.
Then Lloyd George went on to promote 'well thought-out schemes' to provide help 'for the sick, for the invalids, for the widowed and for orphans'. Most cannot afford an education: without government assistance, thus far feeble, they will remain intellectual invalids. Officials are investigating whether the men are homeless invalids or military veterans who were forced to hand over their welfare money.
          Daneben: Later, carts designed for the elderly and the invalid were introduced successfully. Men without limbs, the walking wounded, and those left in homes for the invalid were daily reminders. 
It's surprising how many of those old ideas have come back and are actually being discussed now again, even by self-professed (European) liberals. Contemporary political theory is preoccupied with a debated between liberals and communitarians. Liberals focus on a different key characteristic-personal autonomy.

The interesting adults are always the school failures, the weird ones, the losers, the malcontents. Thus, at his death, the malcontents placed Bayezid on the throne, discarding the sultan's favourite son, Cem (Jem), and initiated a reaction against Mehmed's policies. His family properties sequestered, he later led the Hungarian Protestant resistance to the continuing repressive Habsburg policy and in 1680 was elected commander in chief of the malcontents. Aldous Huxley: "Advancement makes people indebted to the malcontents."
          Beide Formen in einem Satz: It is often thought that geniuses are malcontents, especially in fables, where a Tiny Tim comes along to melt the heart and make the malcontent see reason. 
          Daneben: Of course many Tory MPs are retiring at the next election, but if the Tories win a new term, the ranks of the disillusioned and the malcontent will begin to swell again. Most leaders are plotted against at some point and all leaders must handle discontent, but there is an intensity to the malcontent among Tories that is particular to that party. One of the main targets of the malcontent is Caius Martius, a haughty general who makes no secret of his disdain for plebeians.
The decision privately welcomed by moderates within the party. The ceasefire will give relative moderates both within the regime and among the opposition an opportunity to reassert themselves. Some are concerned the Ukip leader is a divisive character unlikely to win over moderates.           Daneben: The old know loneliness and isolation, even depression. Because the old know they are closer to death, she argues, they grow better at living for the present. She is pleased that cosmetics for the old have improved. Where the old have moved inland, to cathedral cities like Lichfield, high house prices have followed.

          Daneben: {As is often the case, when modern architecture meets ancient heritage, discussions raged between supporters and detractors of the tower, even if after years of construction, it now seems to have “entered the landscape” of Arles. “The desire is that people come and take over this place and that the recalcitrant can also come and see what is happening there,” said Maja Hoffmann, Swiss patron, who sees the building as a “beacon”.} {In 1718, the repentant pirate Woodes Rogers was sent to the island as governor by the English Crown to restore order to the city [= Nassau] and establish a proper administration. He offered to buy the pirates' surrender and many of them accepted. The recalcitrant had to retreat to neighbouring islands. Piracy was officially stopped.}   
But though he did not seek public attention, he was one of the stalwarts of the Labour party in the north-east, with a reputation for being honest, fair, straightforward and down to earth.           Daneben: The fundamental cause of the trouble is that in the modern world the stupid are cocksure while the intelligent are full of doubt. (Bertrand Russell) The stupid are invincible. (A. Einstein) {The stupid are paragons of consistency, acting at all times with unyielding idiocy. This makes stupid people dangerous.}
Will the undecideds stay home? What I'm concerned about is the undecideds. All the undecideds went someplace else. Critical to Tuesday's election, then, are the undecideds. But it's also not necessarily the case that the undecideds will split evenly. And the voters who are less intense, the undecideds, are probably not watching. Late last week, I noted that there were signs that the undecideds were breaking to the Republicans.
          Daneben: More than 60% of the undecided are Syriza voters. Energize the base or court the undecided? Her performance provided relief for her supporters and a potential lure for the undecided. Political animals often generalize about the undecided, describing them as "low-information" voters. "Battle for the Undecided," was the headline in The Albuquerque Tribune, the city's afternoon daily.  It's the older ones, the undecided, we've been trying to convince.
Thousands of passengers were left stranded and one planeload of unfortunates spent eight hours sitting on the tarmac, with precious little food or drink to sustain them. The bill will provide these unfortunates not only with some sort of formal legal status, but also with the chance to become citizens eventually. Ebenso als Teilgruppen: Those who could walk were the lucky ones. Richard was one of the lucky ones. The lucky ones survived the concentration camp. The lucky ones find their way to South Korea, others are picked up by Chinese police and sent back. Even the lucky ones who kept their jobs are miserable. Even the sane are driven by compulsions. Mad people can see the world in ways that the sane are blind to. A theme of the work is how indistinguishable the sane are from the insane. (Hier werden “the sane” allgemein gesehen.)   ≠
{We want a few mad people now. See where the sane ones have landed us.} (G. B. Shaw) It looks as if the children are the only sane ones in the picture. Amid this drama, however, it's worth remembering that even the sane ones are pretty much off the deep end, all too willing to buy into crazy conspiracy theories. (Hier ist von Teilen einer Gruppe die Rede.)
Local hospitals help the sick. The sick must fight to get into clinics or seek care elsewhere, as in urgent care centers or emergency rooms. Governments do not insist that the homeless must have a shelter, or that the sick must have the services of a doctor. (= Kranke Menschen allgemein))   ≠

We had to abandon the weaker ones – we couldn’t even bury the corpses. (Hier ist von einem Teil einer Gruppe die Rede.) 
Many officers were among the wounded. The wounded were lying in corridors awaiting treatment. (Hier bezeichnet “the wounded” eine [nicht unterteilte] Gruppe.)   ≠
{About 1,200 people remained in the yard. The Germans took away the ones who managed to get up. I was told later that they were taken to a prisoner camp in Pruszkow 20 km from Warsaw. The Germans assumed that we, the remaining group of the wounded ones, were civilians. Of course, no one was rushing to tell them the truth.}

Perhaps the most beautiful thing about her was her voice. Going into Euro 2016 we are massive underdogs, but the most beautiful thing about football is that anything can happen. The beautiful thing is that people have learned about jobs that we do that they didn’t know anything about. 
She saw the game was up, and did the bold thing – took me into her confidence. (A. We knew that it was the right thing to do. I hoped I had done the right thing. It was the right thing to do, wasn’t it? You want to be sure that you did the right thing? I believe that he is doing the right thing. She is convinced that having her first child at 18 was the right thing to do. Typically, a local newspaper would expect to get some 80% of its revenue from advertising, of which around two-thirds would come from classifieds.} Regional newspapers, more reliant on classifieds, are in worse shape. I found a 1999 Polo in the classifieds which had 75,000 miles on the clock.
Collectibles have outperformed stocks over the past decade, with some, like rare coins, doing a lot better, according to The Economist's valuables index. Since capital-gains tax on the sale of art and collectibles is taxed at a higher rate than that of stocks and bonds, the benefits of donating art and claiming a tax deduction have never been more attractive. In April, two French anti-racism groups sued Yahoo! to remove collectibles such as swastika flags and Nazi uniforms from its American website, because French law prohibits the display or sale of objects that incite racial hatred and the site can, of course, be reached by French users.
Team work, professionalism, communication skills and public speaking are just some of the desirables for your CV. The list of desirables is long, admittedly – it includes, for example, a central database, a comprehensive web platform and standardised teaching materials.

Knowledge and information are, therefore, among the most valuable intangibles of companies that, being difficult to imitate, represent an important source of value and give companies competitive advantages.
